CROFT VINEYARD PINOT NOIR 2019
“Limpid ruby. Smoke- and mineral-accented kirsch, red berry, exotic spice and floral pastille 
aromas show excellent clarity and take on cola and succulent herb nuances with air. 
Appealingly sweet and focused on the palate, offering nicely concentrated black raspberry, 
cherry cola and spicecake flavors that become livelier on the back half. Closes gently chewy 
and very long, with slowly building tannins and resonating florality.”

LA BELLE PROMENADE VINEYARD PINOT NOIR 2019
“Deep, glistening red. Mineral-accented red and blue fruits, exotic spices and a candied rose 
quality on the fragrant nose. Juicy and seamless in texture, showing fine clarity and floral lift to 
the sappy raspberry, boysenberry, spicecake and botanical herb flavors. Becomes sweeter 
and deeper with air and finishes velvety and long, with gentle tannic grip and repeating 
florality.”

FLOOD LINE PINOT NOIR 2019
“Deep garnet. Fresh red and dark berries on the spice-accented nose. Taut and focused 
on the palate, offering black raspberry and bitter cherry flavors that unfurl slowly through the 
back half. There’s no easy sweetness here. Shows very good depth and energy as well, 
finishing long and subtly smoky, with finely etched tannins and a hint of florality.”

BOIS JOLI VINEYARD PINOT NOIR 2019
“Saturated red. A fragrant bouquet evokes ripe raspberry, kirsch, candied rose and smoky 
minerals, plus a hint of mocha in the background. Sweet, seamless and pliant in texture, 
showing very good energy to the juicy red and dark berry, spicecake and bitter chocolate 
flavors. Closes lively and long, with fine-grained tannins adding shape and discreet grip.”

EOLA SPRINGS VINEYARD PINOT NOIR 2019
“Dark magenta. A highly complex bouquet displays an array of red and blue fruit preserve, 
floral and exotic spice scents, along with suggestions of smoky minerals, cola and incense. 
Palate-staining, appealingly sweet black raspberry, cherry liqueur and spicecake flavors 
show excellent depth and develop a floral note through the back half. Well-concentrated but 
comes off lithe, with an impressively long, floral-driven finish.”

WILLAMETTE VALLEY PINOT NOIR 2019
“Dark, vivid red. Jammy strawberry and cherry qualities on the nose, along with a spicy 
nuance that builds in the background. Smooth and open-knit, showing good clarity and 
seamless texture to the appealingly sweet red fruit flavors. Subtle tannins make a quick 
appearance before fading into the lingering, juicy fruit.”
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
