located at the foot of Mount Brouilly. Family-owned over three generations, the vines - some of which
were planted 80 years ago - have been impeccably kept over the years. With 30 years of experience, the
Maitre de Chai is both passionate about and dedicated to the Domaine. working with famous cenologue
Philippe Laprun. Driven by the respect of the vines, and looking for the best expression of each terroir, the
Brouilly and Céte de Brouilly wines represent a successful combination of the complexity and modernity
of the most celebrated Beaujolais Crus.

BEAUJOLAIS  Located north of Lyon in eastern France, Beaujolais overlaps Burgundy in the
north and Rhéne in the south. The picturesque Beaujolais vineyards run along the Sadne River where the
Crus form a meandering path on the granite terrain. From south to north, Brouilly is followed by Céte de
Brouilly, Régnié, Morgon, Chiroubles, Fleurie, Moulin-a-Vent, Chénas, Juliénas and Saint-Amour.

VINEYARDS | Brouilly is te second largest of the Beaujolais Crus - characterized by an
array of soil types, most natably the blue slates. The vines for Cote Etoilee are an average of
30 years old, on slopes of clay, limestone, granite and blue schists in the Les Pierreux climat.

WINEMAKING | Grapes are handpicked followed by a 14 day whole cluster semi-

carbonic maceration in concrete and steel tanks.

TASTING NOTES |

The wine has a striking floral side on the nose, followed by deeper, ripe fruit aromas including
raspberry, blackberry and blackcurrant. Fine and fleshy with beautiful pure and straight
structure, built on soft and round tannins. The finish is long and fresh.
