But this stays on the svelte side, 
brightened by a lightning flash of brisk crispness. It combines 
freshness and mellowness, showing what reserve wines can do to a 
delicious blend.

“Redcurrant and cranberry freshness plays on the nose and palate, 
where they are overtaken by a bright, clean citrus streak. The fine 
bubbles fizz away, dispersing this lively, invigorating freshness across 
the palate where an edge of sourdough appears. It's a taut, brisk and 
refreshing wine.” 
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
