RIAS BAIXAS || Located in the northwest Spanish peninsula, Rias Baixas is best known for
its extraordinary wines made from the Albarifio variety. The name of the region is from the Galician
language, Gallego, which means “low estuary”. It is here the Atlantic Ocean makes inroads into the land
amidst legendary forests to form the ‘Rias Baixas". Weather here is very special, with mild winters and
a lot of rain. Soils are very poor in nutrients, with high acidity content on a variety of terrains including
sand, granite and slate.

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!‘ TASTING NOTES | The colder, higher altitude subregion of Condado do Tea yields an
expression of Albarifio that is crisp and precise, and this particular site gives the wine a distinct
minerality. This wine boasts a flowery, blossomy fragrance that is complemented by peach
